Wheelchair 
Games

The Department of Oregon 
is on a roll. We have been 
over 100 percent for the last 
two years. We have done this 
only three other times since 
1992. Will this year be a 
record breaking third year in 
row of membership growth? 
A department’s ability to 

achieve over 100% in membership naturally depends on how 
many posts achieve over 100%. In the 2017-2018 year, 46 
posts grew their membership and in the 2018-2019 year 65 
posts grew in members,

Our department goal is to be 100 percent as a department 
every year. Since there is no recognition for a department 
consecutively being at least 100% year after year, continuous 
growth is not a priority goal for other departments, but it can 
be done in Oregon if we continue this trend.

Even if there is no recognition at the national level to 
continuously hit 100% in membership, (except for Arizona 
who was recognized at the National Convention for having 
done it for the last 52 years), there is recognition for the posts 
that do this within our department. Every year the Continuous 
Membership Growth Award is given to the posts that have 
reach 100% plus one in membership continually for at least 
the last five years.

Three posts received the continuous membership growth 
award for the 2018-2019 year. They were Molalla Post 3973, 
Dallas Post 3203 and Florence Post 3232. Two more of our 
posts are in contention to be added to this list at the end of 
this membership year if they continue their growth.

The key to continuous growth is retention. Retention would 
be easy, if after the membership year ends on June 30, 
every annual member would pay their dues on July 1st. 
That is not possible for most, and this means the post needs 
to wait to see who will stay in and who will let their dues 
lapse as the year rolls out. Some of your members from last 
year have probably moved away and perhaps transferred to 
another post, some have passed away, and some just are not 
interested, despite your best efforts, in staying. These are the 
ones that you need to replace by recruiting new members.

You can decrease the number of those not interested in 
staying by remembering that “retention begins when they 
sign up.” The easiest way to retain a member is when they 
show up to a meeting and they learn first hand what you 
are doing in the community. However, if they do not show 
up to meetings you must communicate with them in other 
ways to let them know that your post is working hard in 
the community for veterans. It’s a chance to show that the 
sales pitch they received when they signed up was true. If 
you do not have a newsletter highlighting this information, 
a letter should go out at least once a year highlighting your 
accomplishments. More expedient methods include emails 
and Facebook posts, but not all members will read emails 
or other electronic media. Do not let the first time they hear 
from you be when you are asking for this year’s dues.

If we expect to grow as a department, then the posts within 
the department must continue to grow and the Continuous 
Membership Growth award is one way our department 
recognizes those posts that keep the membership momentum 
going.

WASHINGTON (October 25, 2019) – The Veterans of 
Foreign Wars of the United States provided six artifacts 
and personal effects to the Defense POW/MIA Accounting 
Agency today as part of its promise to help advance the noble 
POW/MIA missions.

“Our VFW members, and their families, continue to answer 
the call in this very important effort to bring closure to those 
who lost loved ones during the Vietnam War,” said B.J. 
Lawrence, executive director, VFW Washington Office.

During July’s 120th VFW National Convention in Orlando, 
Fla., Lawrence, the former VFW National Commander, 
asked Vietnam veterans to search through their closets 
and footlockers for documents that might help Vietnam 
to determine the fate of an estimated 300,000 missing 
Vietnamese, and personal effects that might help bring 
comfort to their families.

U.S. Air Force Maj. Gen. (ret.) Kelly McKeague, DPAA 
director, was overwhelmed by the show of support from our 
veterans, their families, and the American people. 

“This is a two-pronged effect,” said McKeague. “Not only 
is there potential to find answers that families have sought 
for many years but it also advances our relationship with 
Vietnam. We have found over the last 20 years Vietnam has 
increasingly been interested in the recovery of their war dead. 

VFW Delivers Vietnam War Memorabilia, Artifacts to Defense POW/
MIA Accounting Agency to Bring Comfort to Those Lost in Combat

Patriot Day Remembrance 
in Oregon City
Post 1324 hosted the third annual September 11 
Ceremony at the Clackamas County Circle Of Honor 
with participation from the Oregon City High School 
Band, JROTC, Clackamas Community College Veterans 
Center, Portland Police Highland Guard, Clackamas 
Fire, Oregon State Police, Clackamas County Sheriff 
Department, Oregon City, West Linn, and Gladstone 
Police Departments. 

Held in the early evening so working folks and families 
with school kids can attend, more than 250 people came 
to remember the September 11th, 2001 attacks, honor 
the victims and first responders who sacrifice so much 
for us. Along with the opening tribute to the origins of 
Patriot Day, each year the event has focused on a different 
group of patriots with the 2017 program honoring military 
service members, 2018 highlighting fire fighters and 2019 
our Law Enforcement community; the keynote speaker 
being United States Secret Service Agent Justin Bourne 
who was in Building 7 at the World Trade Center during 
the attack.

The program includes a combined honor guard placing 
a wreath, patriotic music by the High School Band, a 
performance by the PPB Highland Guard and tributes 
to Law Enforcement Officers who showed exceptional 
courage. Post 1324 not only provides most of the 
planning, coordination of this event but the rifle salute 
and taps in closing.

As an additional highlight, Benchmade Knives made and 
presented a custom ‘Blue Line’ engraved knife to each 
officer honored, or the fallen officer’s family.

Every time we give them an actionable item, it just raises the 
level of their appreciation, and more importantly, their regard 
for our cooperation with them.”

VFW senior leaders have traveled back to Vietnam 
every year since 1991 to help U.S. government efforts to 
account for missing and unaccounted-for servicemen and 
civilians. According to DPAA, missing and unaccounted-
for servicemen and civilians total 1,353 Americans (825 in 
Vietnam, 287 in Laos, 46 in Cambodia, and 195 in the South 
China Sea). 

“It is vital that we return any known artifacts, documents, 
and personal items back to the Vietnamese government, who 
have continued to foster a good relationship with the United 
States as we diligently search for our missing servicemen,” 
said Lawrence. “This display of diplomacy will only help in 
our efforts to reach our true goal and promise to our families 
affected by the Vietnam War – and that’s to achieve the 
fullest possible accounting of those Americans missing from 
the Vietnam War.”

Oregon POW/MIA 
Memorial Highway on 
U.S. Highway 26 
On Memorial Day, 2019, the nonprofit Bend 

Heroes Foundation requested Central Oregon’s 
state legislators to sponsor legislation designating 
U.S. Highway 26 as “POW/MIA Memorial 
Highway”. At 471 miles in length, U.S. Hwy 26 is 
the second longest highway in Oregon and stretches 
from the Oregon coast near Seaside to the Oregon/
Idaho border at Nyssa. The House and Senate voted 
unanimously in favor of House Bill 3452 during 
June. Governor Kate Brown signed HB 3452 into 
law on July 23 with a ceremonial signing on Sept. 
16. The law will become effective on January 1, 
2020. The law requires ODOT to install POW/MIA 
Memorial Highway signs paid for by veterans.

The purpose of the POW/MIA Memorial Highway is 
to honor Oregon’s over 600 former WWI and WWII 
Prisoners of War (POWs), almost 200 POWs who 
died in captivity during WWI, WWII, Korean and 
Vietnam Wars and 1,000 Oregonians who still 
remain Missing in Action (MIA) or “Unaccounted-
For” from WWI to the Vietnam War, educate 
the traveling public and let the families of POWs 
and MIAs know Oregon supports their hopes and 
prayers for the return of their loved one’s remains. 
The 1,000 MIAs are: WWI/21, WWII/887, Korean 
War/57, Cold War/2 and Vietnam War/33. 

The Defense POW/MIA Accounting Agency 
(DPAA) is earnestly searching for the remains 
of our nation’s 86,500 MIAs/Unaccounted-For. 
About half were lost or buried at sea.  DPAA lists 
the names of MIAs=(“Unaccounted-For”) by 
war (WWII to present) and state on its web site: 
https://www.dpaa.mil/ DPAA also lists names of 
“Accounted-For”. The names of our nation’s 4,422 
WWI MIAs also listed by state are found here:  
https://www.worldwar1centennial.org/index.php/
doughboy-mia-database-1917-1920.html

The POW/MIA Memorial Highway is the 8th 
border to border veterans’ highway initiated 
by Bend Heroes Foundation since 2008. It is 
believed to be the first border to border POW/
MIA Memorial Highway in our nation. It intersects all 5 of 
Oregon’s “War” highways, Purple Heart Trail and Oregon 
Medal of Honor Highway. There are POWs and MIAs 

associated with all of those highways except the Persian Gulf, 
Afghanistan and Iraq Veterans Memorial Highway.  Below 
is a map of the 8 veterans’ highways with the 471 mile east – 
west POW/MIA Memorial Highway marked in black. At the
